WHERE ARE ALL THE VOTERS?
Middlewich resident’s turnout for this years Borough elections fell below half the votes cast in the last Borough elections in 2004, with over 57% of previous voters not bothering to vote at all. And when comparing the numbers against last years turnout for the County elections, the turnout fell almost two thirds with over 3,433 Middlewich residents deciding not to vote.  
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Labour failed to put forward any candidates which ultimately reduced the normal eight candidates expected in Middlewich to six, which then only left three candidates for each ward. But the biggest travesty was the fact that a large percentage of the names on the ballot sheets were only named paper candidates. 

This was a very disappointing election by any standard with such a low turnout and the only saving grace was that two Middlewich people won both seats. And we must ensure that next years elections has a better turnout, because this is when the elections take place for all the Town Council seats and two Borough Council seats and we must ensure that it is all Middlewich residents standing and willing to take up those positions.
Congratulations to our new Borough Councillors Jean Eaton (Kinderton ward) & Simon McGrory (Cledford Ward) and we are sure they will carry out their new positions to the best of their ability and sure they will both meet all the standards we as residents expect from our Borough Councillors.
